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We will have the opportunity to discuss the important domestic and
international issues we face today, choosing topics together that we
decide are most interesting. For each idea, | will have a short article and
the members of the class will consider their opinion or reaction to the topic,
or find some information on it, to share with us. Each person has 3-4
minutes, or less, to talk. After each person has talked, we will have time for
a lively free discussion of the points people have raised. Additionally, one
new element to the class is, after some free discussion, we can have a
"mini debate,” where we practice arguing issues covered in the speech
from different standpoints.
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
